Both grade 11 and grade 12
students last year completed 4 12u credits with a
high degree of success!
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Students not only earned top grade in four 12U Courses, but they did so while
also gaining an incredibly deep understanding of the world found only in this
program within the WCDSB. Global Leadership students did all this while
learning essential academic and personal development skills that will last a
lifetime!

Remember, the Global Leadership Program included 63% grade 11
students last year. This means that most of these grade 11 students entered
grade 12 having already earned 4 12U credits with an average over 80% or
even over 90%!!!

Need Money for University? We have Scholarships for You!
The Global Leadership offers a unique scholarship
opportunity exclusive only to the students in our

program. Global Leadership offers 9 $1000 -

scholarships for university (received upon graduation from high school). 1/3
of the scholarships are based on economic need, with the other 2/3 being
chosen through an application process by a panel of independent judges.

Last year’s class was awarded these scholarships, helping to make their
transition to university less stressful and more affordable! If you are looking
for a program that could not only prepare you for university, but also possibly
help you afford it, this is the program to take!
