3. No additional items or decorations may be attached to caps and gowns ( i.e. No pins, scarves, flags, sashes, 
stickers, writing, other embellishments etc),  

The decision to move from decorated caps to the expectations listed above comes from the direction provided by the 
Minister of Education.  

We understand that graduation is a meaningful milestone and that students may wish to express themselves. We 
appreciate your cooperation and understanding as we work together to ensure the ceremony remains respectful and 
focused on celebrating student achievement.
